Road Closure Information

Safety Alerts
· No pets are allowed anywhere on the race course.

· Walkers and strollers, please stay at the back of the start line.

Wearing Costumes

Walkers
Walkers are welcome in the PCI Walk a thon. If you'd like to walk the course, please assemble towards the back of the race start line before the start of the race. 
We are often asked if there is a race fee for walkers. The answer is a definite YES. The only difference between a walker and a runner is the time it takes to finish the race. Walkers, like runners, provide safety, road closures, restrooms, and other race functions.
