Event Information / Direction

e Seaside Beach Bath House location is designated as the central event
location.

Step Direction

e Starting line of race is at the Start/Finish arch located on the beach
side of the Seaside Beach house.
e Participants will go through arch to traffic cone and turn left towards
the beach. @
Start Line
e Allwalkers/runners will continue to the walkway along beach and turn - Seaside
right heading southwest.

Beach

e Proceed Southwest on walkway next to beach on Barnum Drive
towards tip of park.

e Barnum Drive will merge into a two-way street and go to the last
parking lot at tip of park.
4 e Walk to end of walkway in this parking lot, this is the turnaround point.
Turn about and head back tow starting point.
e Note: a beachside facility has restroom available.




Step Event Information / Direction

e Proceed Northeast walkway next to beach on Barnum Drive back
towards Seaside Park bath house.

e All participants will continue to the left fork in the walkway.

e Finish line of race is at the Start/Finish arch located behind Seaside
7 Beach house.

e Participants will go through arch into a staging area of event.

e An event orginzer will recognize you back at the finish line.
